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Camp “The meeting of explorers, rovers and young scout leaders of Russia in 2014 in Karelia” is an event, which will gather all those people, who are the important support for scout organization, "heavy metal” in scouting. 
The meeting of explorers, rovers and young scout leaders of Russia will have it’s place in Suojarvski district of the republic of Karelia, on the shore of lake Uksunjarvi, 21-28 July 2014. All explorers from 14 years old as well as rovers and young leaders from Russian and foreign scout organizations are welcome! The participant’s application should be sent until 1. May 2014 to the e-mail address nors-r@mail.ru. The organizer of the project – National Organization of Russian Scouts.

Participation fee is 1200 rubles; it includes the camp program, food, t-shirt and the scout badge. The fee doesn’t include the transportation to the camp place (transportation from Petrozavodsk to the camp place will cost around 900 rubles).

All the groups need to have all the personal and group tourist equipment for the tent camp (the equipment list will be sent later). The participants need the medical allowance for participation in the camp. 
The camp program includes rescue and forest firefighting trainings, complicated obstacle courses and life-in-the-wild trainings, historical role plays and daily campfires with special programs.  During the camp the participants will take care of bed of honors of soldiers who fought for their motherland during Second World War.  
There’s and additional program before the camp for scout from 18 years old: they can take part in the trial called The Zulu path. The couples which are chosen by toss will be leaved in the unfamiliar place maximum in 100 kilometers from the camp. Every couple will receive allowed equipment and photo camera, which can be used for ”hunting” other trial participants. The aim of the participants – to reach the camp and to stay unnoticed. The check time is 3 days. The participation fee for the Zulu path will be around 1000 rubles (we are looking for sponsors now).

After the camp the groups will be able to stay in Children and Youth Center in Petrozavodsk (floor accommodation with own sleeping bags and sleeping mats).
